Progress Report

September 2009

The Pinal County Water Augmentation Authority (PCWAA) did not meet in September, however, staff functions continued.
In funding, September was a month to finalize all municipal accounts receivables with 100 percent funding received, request Arizona Department of Water Resources implementation of Legislative Statute funding, as well as share a copy of our annual report, learn U.S. Bureau of Reclamation is not funding the recharge project, and to propose an alternative funding approach to the Executive Committee.


In learning about wet and paper water, September was also a month to finish reading the Pinal Active Management Area’s “Third Management Plan,” and two reviews by the Arizona Bar Association of the Groundwater Management Act of 1980.  The Groundwater Users’ Advisory Council, Water Sub-committee finished its outreach for the Modification of the Assured Water Supply Rule, and continued review of Central Arizona Project Recovery meetings.


In the municipalities’ interagency agreements, September was a month to distribute model development agreements from Eloy and Scottsdale to AMA municipalities, correct 2008 water contracts, and discuss water quality issues, particularly total dissolved solids.


In operations management, September was a time to get out new 2009-2010 water contracts and transfer 2008 water credits for Eloy and Florence.


In administrative management, two audits were completed:  the Authority’s annual audit with Henry and Horne, LLP, showing a small correction in depreciation; and the other with IRS showing no findings, both of which are good news!  The Henry and Horne audit was shared with the Arizona Inspector General.  Normal administrative functions such as reporting and accounts payable occurred.  


In communications the August Progress Report was written and shared with various organizations and posted to the web.  Appointments ranged from the Groundwater Users’ Advisory Council to Pinal Partnership.


Though the news concerning Reclamation’s lack of funding was disappointing, it promoted new thinking on possible funding opportunities, currently being reviewed by the Executive Committee.  All in all, September was a productive month.
